Our presence in York and London

York St John University is located in the
centre of the beautiful city of York. You

will know York as a top tourist destination,
thanks to its rich history, culture and year-
round entertainment. What you may not
know is that it’s also regularly highlighted as
one of the best places to live in the UK, with
excellent schools, a safe environment and
community spirit.

The University is easy to access on foot, by
bike or on public transport. There are regular
bus routes around the city, including Park and
Ride services. York Train station is less than

a mile away. This makes longer commutes
manageable, with over 70 trains per day
during the week to London (journey just over
2 hours). Regular trains to Leeds (25 minutes),
Leeds Bradford airport (1 hour), Manchester
and Manchester Airport (80 and 105 minutes
respectively) and Edinburgh are also available.
For staff moving to the city, relocation support
is available to certain roles. Parking is also
available near to our campus.

York is the largest city in the UK’s largest
county, North Yorkshire. The county boasts
the picturesque towns and villages of

the North York Moors National Park and
Yorkshire Coast.

The University has strong links and
partnerships across the region, including

a leading role in widening participation in
Higher Education. Our regional footprint is
expanding, establishing York St John as a
major influence on North Yorkshire’s social,
economic and cultural evolution.
